· Be 18 or older
· Be on a stable twice-daily dose of sustained-release oxycodone or morphine  medication for at least 2 weeks before enrollment
· Be willing to give up marijuana for a month prior to entering the study
· Not be a cigarette and/or cigar smoker, or be willing not to smoke for 2 weeks before starting the study
· Meet some additional criteria
IF YOU ARE ELIGIBLE YOU WILL:

· Spend 5 days and nights in a clinical research center at San Francisco General Hospital

· Have blood tests and other measurements done

· Inhale vaporized medicinal marijuana three times a day
